TOURIST VISA
 Passport and proof of onward/return ticket required for tourist stay of up to 180 days.  Upon arrival the Colombian Immigration authority stamps a stay authorization, normally no longer than 90 days (extendible up to 180 days).  Minors (under 18) who are 
traveling alone, with one parent, or with a third party, must present a copy of their birth certificate and written authorization from the absent parent(s) or legal guardian, specifically granting permission to travel accordingly.  This document must be notarized before a Colombian consular officer in the United States.  Visa must be obtained before arrival for persons planning to do business, temporary work (consultant), and study.  Student, tourist, and visitor visa fee not required for U.S citizens; authorization for stay is stamped upon arrival by Colombian Immigration Authority and free of charge.  Likewise, student visa is also free for U.S. citizens.  Work visa fee is $205.  Processing time ranges from 48 hours to 2 weeks.  For additional information, 
American Citizens are required to only possess a U.S. Passport at the Colombian port or gate of entry to secure a Tourist Visa for thirty (30) days. Visitors from Australia, New Zealand, most European countries and the USA do not need visa if staying less than 90 days as a tourist. Other passport holders should check visa status with Colombian consular representation before departure

TAXIS                                                                                                                                         

There are about two dozen taxi companies with Taxi Stands interspersed throughout Medellin and the adjoining cities.  All taxis use meters which when cleared will display the STANDARD MINIMUM FARE.  As you get in the cab, check and make sure that the meter has been cleared and shows the minimum fare. If not, remind the driver to clear the meter.  If you find a driver that you are comfortable with, and you want to repeat the experience, ask for his/her business card. Get the cards from 3 or so drivers.  Put their numbers and names in your cell.  Now, it's almost like having your own private chuffers! 
PERSONAL SAFETY WHEN USING TAXIS  
No matter the CITY or COUNTRY your in.....remain alert.

1. Its best if you or a friend phones the taxi company direct. Or, have the hotel where you are staying, phone.  The taxi company will tell you the number of the taxi that they will dispatch to pick you up.  When the taxi arrives, compare the numbers for a match.  If the numbers are not the same, wave the driver on.  DO NOT GET IN THE CAB.  Call for another.

2. Be more alert when you hail a cab from the street, especially if you are near a bank, disco, bar, nightclub, expensive store, high end shopping center, etc. or when it's past 10 p.m. 

BELLO TAXI MEDELLIN:
It's better not to hail taxis in the street. Especially in Medellin, many taxi drivers were criminals or assassins before, who invested their money in their own car. Many of them may have connections to local kidnapping gangs. So call a taxi company and they'll send one along. Bello is the one that was recommended to me they are very reliable & safe & they will always give you a taxi number when you call. Write it down and match it up to the one that comes and gets you.

SAFETY IN MEDELLIN

Safety in Medellin is a much-discussed but often-misunderstood topic. Medellin city is as safe as you make it,  use the same caution as you would in any big city. Do not, under any circumstances, make any jokes about the use of cocaine or bombs. The Colombian police take jokes as threats, and you may find yourself in a police station explaining yourself to unsympathetic police officers. Under normal circumstances, police officers are usually kind and helpful towards tourists. While the trend in all the major cities and Colombia generally is much improved with all the recent efforts of the Uribe government such as the Democratic Security plan, use common sense. Safe and worthwhile places to visit are the many Tourist Centers and Shopping Malls, the upscale Poblado section, the Las Palmas barrio (restaurants and discos), and the El Centro (Downtown Area). There is plenty to see and do, and you will have an enjoyable once-in-a-lifetime experience. Always change your money at a bank (Conavi or Bancolombia are the two national banks) or at "Moneygramm". "Street changers" offer tempting rates for your dollar, but be on guard. "Street Changers" palm several of the biggest bills for themselves. Do not flaunt large amounts of money around or ware flashy jewlery.

PUEBLITO PAISA: 

Pueblito Paisa is a replica of an old Antioquian town. This replica of a typical Paisa village is situated on top of the Cerro Nutibarra. With souvenir shops and open air cafes it's a nice place to relax; besides it provides an amazing view over that nice red city. 
It truly does give you a good idea what the typical village of the area looks like, with its colorful houses, a tiny local church ( with some real trippy statues a must see), courtyards and patios, small shops, that are packed full of crap for the tourists, there is also a fountain in the middle of the village. There is a place here where you can get a great panorama of Medellin. Just go across the parking lot up the stairs follow the sidewalk and there it is. 
Pueblito Paisa & Santa Fe de Antioquia, look almost exactly the same; the town is built up in the exact same way as the replica indicates. So if you don't have time to go to the surrounding towns, the Pueblito Paisa gives you a good idea of the local villages, and the view is truly breathtaking.

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SANTA FE DE ANTIOQUIA: 
This is a really nice little town in the mountains about 100 km from Medellin. 
 
Santa Fe de Antioquia is the oldest town in the region. It was founded in 1541 and prospered in the days of Spanish Colonial rule. The town is located some 80 km north of Medellin, on the road to Turbo. A typical paisa town, a really amazing place and the bus ride up the mountains is really cool and gives a great view on the surrounding villages and nature. 
The historic centre is breathtaking and a stroll through the old streets gives you the chance to admire the many decorated doorways of the houses, the patios full of flowers and the carved wooden guards.  The doors of the old colonial houses are enormous, fit for a giraffe. 
Main sights include the Iglesia de Santa Barbara, the Museo del Corral and the Museo de Arte Religioso. Six km east of town is the Puente de Occidente, an unusual bridge over the Rio Cauca, which was built by a famous engineer. It was one of the first suspension bridges in the world and possibly the first in South America.

The names have been well reported but on the high end, Loutron, to the low end, New Life, they all offer similar services, just at different prices. There is also very little difference in quality of the line up from place to place and most have similar presentation methods; You enter, sit in a comfortable reviewing area, the girls enter one at a time draped in short smocks, open them to reveal bikinis or lingerie, turn, replace their outer , garment, say their name, ask "com permisso" and leave. It is a great idea to have a pen and paper in hand as there will be 6-15 girls per place depending on the day of the week and time of day. Many times, you have to ask for a second showing or a review of a select few before making your decision. Evenings are best for quantity. Quality is a daily toss-up depending on who is having their period, is sick, has a sick child or is occupied when you arrive. Most of the girls will have had some training in massage therapy but do not expect a 5 star, leave you wobbly kneed with aching muscles massages. Take it as an opportunity to relax and get to know your girl.

All are closed on Sunday's. Only New Life is open Sunday. Another option is to contact Alvero 
(English speaking taxi driver) to see if he can round up a cutie for you.
